
D1/OCT07     MANILA / ROME (-) 
Depart Manila on a prestigious airline for your 
flight to Italy, Rome. Enjoy in-flight meals and               
entertainment on board.

D2/OCT08    /ROME (-) 
Welcome to Rome! After immigration clearance at 
the airport, convey your luggage and board your 
private coach. Then proceed to visit Major                   
Basilicas namely St. Paul Outside the Walls built 
during the reign of Constantine the Great, Santa 
Maria Maggiore largest Catholic Marian church in 
Rome and the Archpapal basilica St. John                 
Laterano before hotel check in and rest. 
  
D3/OCT09      ROME (B) 
After breakfast proceed to Vatican City, a                
city-state surrounded by Rome, Italy, also the 
headquarters of the Roman Catholic Church. It's 
home to the Pope and a trove of iconic art and 
architecture. Visit the Papal Basilica of Saint Peter 
or simply Saint Peter's Basilica, one of the holiest 
sites of Christianity and Catholic Tradition, it is 
traditionally the burial site of its titular, St. Peter, 
who was the head of the twelve Apostles of Jesus.

squares, and quaint alleyways. Then head to 
the Verona Arena, Juliet’s House and other          
interesting attractions. Proceed to Bolzano for your 
hotel check-in. 
 
D6/OCT12     BOLZANO - INNSBRUCK- VADUZ - 
LUCERNE (B) 
This day, enjoy the beautiful countryside from Italy 
to Austria, see the Golden Roof the famous           
symbol of the city, See the Grand 18th-century               
baroque cathedral Dom St. Jacob before you visit 
the Swarovski Kristallwelten Store in the Old Town 
for a chance to buy some crystal ornaments as 
souvenir in Austria. Travel to Vaduz, the capital of 
Liechtenstein and see the Vaduz Castle the palace 
and official residence of the Prince of                 
Liechtenstein which it overlooks from an adjacent 
hilltop. Then continue to cross the Swiss border on 
your way to the beautiful city of Lucerne.

Chapel Bridge a covered wooden footbridge across 
the Reuss, and explore the beautiful Old Town on 
your own free time, there you can have your way 
to shop the famous Swiss products like Swiss           
chocolates, Swiss knives, watches, etc.                       
Afterwards, love the relaxed day to experience a 
mind-blowing day in the Snow at one of the                 
lovely mountain resorts of Mount Titlis in            
Switzerland with 10,623ft high above sea level. 
Take the world’s first rotating cable car and be 
amazed to the spectacular view up to the            
summit of Mt. Titlis and enjoy the illuminated 
Glacier Cave, experience the Titlis Cliff Walk – the 
highest elevation suspension bridge in Europe.
