D2/FEB13              /PARIS (-) 
Welcome to Paris! After clearing up the immigration at 
the airport, collect your luggage and board your private 
coach. Begin your visit with a transfer to Sacré-Cœur, a 
Roman Catholic church and minor basilica perched atop 
Montmartre, offering panoramic views of the city. 
Then, enjoy a romantic Bateaux Mouches Cruise along 
the River Seine to admire the landmarks on both banks 
of this vibrant city. Afterwards, proceed to your hotel 
for check-in. 
  
D3/FEB14              PARIS (BD) 
Today, explore the captivating city of Paris and discover 
its iconic highlights along both banks of the River Seine. 
See the Place de la Concorde, pass by the                      
Champs-Élysées, and admire landmarks such as Notre 
Dame Cathedral, Arc de Triomphe, Les Invalides, 
the Louvre Museum, and the grand Opera House. No 
visit to Paris is complete without seeing the iconic Eiffel 
Tower, followed by a scenic Bateaux Mouches cruise 
along the River Seine. In the afternoon, enjoy free time 
to explore the city at your own pace. This is a perfect 
opportunity to shop at Galeries Lafayette, the largest 
department store in France, renowned for its stunning 
architecture and wide range of luxury goods.

D4/FEB15      PARIS — NANCY—COLMAR– FREIBURG 
(B) 
After breakfast, travel to the beautiful city of Nancy, 
known for its late Baroque and Art Nouveau landmarks. 
Visit the stunning Place Stanislas, a large,                       
pedestrianized square and UNESCO World Heritage 
Site, as well as the Museum of Fine Arts, Place de la 
Carrière, and the lovely Parc de la Pépinière.                  
Afterwards, continue to Colmar, a picturesque town 
with cobblestone streets lined with half-timbered medi-
eval and Renaissance buildings. Enjoy a walking tour of 
the charming Old Town, including the 13th-century 
Gothic Église Saint-Martin on Place de la Cathédrale, 
the historic Adolph House, the Mannekin-Pis de                      
Colmar, Ancienne Douane ‘’Old Customs House’’, and 
the postcard-perfect district of La Petite Venise. Later 
in the day, travel to Freiburg for your hotel check-in. 
  
D5/FEB16         FREIBURG – TITISEE – ENGELBERG – 
LUCERNE (B) 
After breakfast, drive to Titisee in the Black Forest          
region, famous for its Cuckoo Clock industry and              
beautiful lake views. Enjoy the charming surroundings 
before continuing to Engelberg, Switzerland, for an 

unforgettable alpine experience at Mount Titlis, rising 
10,623 feet above sea level. Ride the world’s 
first rotating cable car and marvel at the spectacular 
views as you ascend to the summit. At the top, explore 
the illuminated Glacier Cave and test your courage on 
the Titlis Cliff Walk, the highest suspension bridge in 
Europe. After your mountain adventure, continue to 
the beautiful city of Lucerne. Afterward, visit the pictur-
esque lakeside city of Lucerne. See the touching Lion                  
Monument, carved into a limestone cliff, and stroll to 
the iconic Kapellbrücke “Chapel Bridge”, a charming 
covered wooden footbridge over the Reuss River. Enjoy 
some free time in Lucerne’s beautiful Old Town, where 
you can shop for famous Swiss products such as Swiss 
chocolates, knives, and watches. Afterwards, proceed 
to your hotel for check-in. 
 
D6/FEB17              LUCERNE – VADUZ – INNSBRUCK – 
BOLZANO (B) 
After breakfast, depart from Lucerne and enjoy a scenic 
drive to Vaduz, the capital of Liechtenstein. Take in 
views of Vaduz Castle, the official residence of the 
Prince of Liechtenstein, perched on a hilltop with a 
panoramic view of the city below. You’ll have time for a 
brief stroll in the town center and souvenir shopping. 
Continue your journey to Innsbruck, Austria. Upon 
arrival, see the Golden Roof, the city's most famous 
landmark, and visit the grand Baroque Cathedral of St. 
Jacob, an 18th-century masterpiece. Then, stop at 
the Swarovski Kristallwelten Store in the Old Town to 
browse exquisite crystal creations and unique                 
souvenirs. Afterward, travel through the scenic Alpine 
route into northern Italy and proceed to Bolzano for 
hotel check-in and an evening at leisure. 
  
D7/FEB18              BOLZANO – VERONA – VENICE (B) 
After breakfast, depart Bolzano and travel to Verona, 
the romantic City of Love, famously known as the 
setting of Shakespeare’s Romeo and Juliet. Visit Juliet’s 
House, a 14th-century residence with a small balcony 
overlooking a charming courtyard and discover why 
Shakespeare immortalized this city. Enjoy a walking 
tour through Verona’s historic center, where you can 
admire the Verona Arena, stroll through lively squares, 
and explore picturesque alleyways lined with               
monuments and Renaissance architecture. Afterwards, 
continue to Venice and arrive at Tronchetto Pier to 
board a boat to the enchanting island city. Upon arrival, 
visit St. Mark’s Square and admire the Doge’s                  
Palace, Byzantine St. Mark’s Cathedral, the Bell Tower, 
the Clock Tower, and the iconic Bridge of Sighs. Later, 
visit a world-renowned Murano glass blowing factory, 
where skilled artisans demonstrate traditional 
glassblowing and sculpture techniques. After your visit, 
return to the  mainland and proceed to your hotel in 
the Venice area for check-in and rest. 
   
D8/FEB19              VENICE – PISA – ROME (B) 
After a buffet breakfast, depart for Venice and travel to 
the historic city of Pisa. Visit the famous Piazza dei 
Miracoli, home to the iconic Leaning Tower, 

the Baptistery, and the magnificent Cathedral of Pisa, 
dedicated to the Assumption of the Virgin Mary and 
renowned for its Romanesque architecture. Enjoy some 
time for sightseeing and photos. Afterwards, continue 
your journey to Rome, the Eternal City. Upon arrival, 
check in to your hotel and enjoy the evening at leisure. 
  
D9/FEB20         ROME – VATICAN – ROME (B) 
Today, get ready to explore the Eternal City of Rome 
with your local guide. Your tour will cover many of the 
city's top highlights, including St. Peter’s Basilica, a 
view of the Colosseum, the Arch of Constantine, 
the Roman Forum, Monument to Vittorio Emanuele 
II, Piazza Venezia, Circus Maximus, the famous Trevi 
Fountain, and the Spanish Steps. The afternoon is free 
for you to explore at your leisure.
