D2/MAR31            / ROME (B) 
Welcome to Rome! After clearing up the immigration 
at the airport, collect your luggage and board your 
private coach. Proceed to visit the major basilicas, 
including St. Paul Outside the Walls, built during the 
reign of Constantine the Great, and Santa Maria 
Maggiore, the largest Catholic Marian church in 
Rome. Later, enjoy some free time, followed by check
-in at your hotel. 
  
D3/APR01      ROME – VATICAN – ROME (B) 
Today, get ready to explore the Eternal City of Rome 
with your local guide. Your tour will cover many of 
the city's top highlights, including St. Peter’s Basilica, 
a view of the Colosseum, the Arch of Constantine, 
the Roman Forum, Monument to Vittorio Emanuele 
II, Piazza Venezia, Circus Maximus, the famous Trevi 
Fountain, and the Spanish Steps. The afternoon is 
free for you to explore at your leisure. 
  
D4/APR02       ROME – PISA – VENICE (B) 
After a buffet breakfast, depart Rome and head to the 
historic city of Pisa. See the famous Piazza dei 
Miracoli, home to the iconic Leaning Tower, 
the Baptistery, and the beautiful Cathedral of Pisa, 
dedicated to the Assumption of the Virgin Mary and 
known for its Romanesque architecture.

D6/APR04          BOLZANO - INNSBRUCK- VADUZ - 
LUCERNE (B) 
Today, enjoy the scenic journey from Italy to Austria. 
In Innsbruck, see the Golden Roof, the city’s famous 
symbol, and visit the grand 18th-century               
Baroque Cathedral of St. Jacob. Next, explore 
the Swarovski Kristallwelten Store in the Old Town, 
where you can shop for exquisite crystal ornaments 
as souvenirs. Continue to Vaduz, the capital of              
Liechtenstein, and admire Vaduz Castle, the official 
residence of the Prince of Liechtenstein, perched on a 
hill overlooking the city. Then cross into Switzerland 
and head to the beautiful city of Zurich.                         
Visit Münsterbrücke, located between the                      
iconic Fraumünster and Grossmünster churches, 
before checking in at your hotel. 
  
D7/APR05  LUCERNE – ENGELBERG –
 SCHAFFHAUSEN - TITISEE - FREIBURG (B) 
Today, explore the picturesque lakeside city of               
Lucerne. Visit the emotive Lion Monument, carved 
into a limestone cliff, stroll across the                                  
iconic Kapellbrücke ‘’Chapel Bridge”, a covered 
wooden footbridge over the Reuss River, and enjoy 
some free time in the beautiful Old Town. Take this 
opportunity to shop for famous Swiss products such 
as chocolates, Swiss knives, watches, and more.                
Afterwards, enjoy a relaxing yet exhilarating                
experience in the snow at Mount Titlis, one of              
Switzerland’s most  stunning mountain resorts,             
located 10,623 feet above sea level. Ride the world’s 
first rotating cable car and marvel at the spectacular 
panoramic views as you ascend to the summit.             
Explore the illuminated Glacier Cave and test your 
courage on the Titlis Cliff Walk, the highest              
suspension bridge in Europe. Then, drive to 
Schaffhausen for a photo stop at the                              
breathtaking Rhine Falls, Europe’s largest waterfall. 
Continue to Titisee in the Black Forest region,             
renowned for its traditional Cuckoo Clock industry.

No visit to Paris is complete without seeing 
the iconic Eiffel Tower, followed by a scenic Bateaux 
Mouches cruise along the River Seine. In the                  
afternoon, enjoy free time to explore the city at your 
own pace. This is a perfect opportunity to shop 
at Galeries Lafayette, the largest department store in 
France, renowned for its stunning architecture and 
wide range of luxury goods. Return to your hotel in 
the evening.
