
D1/MAR15        MANILA/LARNACA (-) 
Depart from Manila aboard a reputable airline en route to Larnaca. Sit

D2/MAR16        / LARNACA - LIMASSOL (D) 
Upon arrival in Larnaca, meet your local guide for a half-day guided 
tour of the city. Explore key landmarks such as the Church of Saint 
Lazarus, the 18th-century Kamares Aqueduct, Larnaca Salt Lake, 
the Medieval Castle of Larnaca, and the Finikoudes Promenade. After 
the tour, transfer to Limassol and check in at your hotel. Enjoy dinner 
at the hotel and rest for the evening. Overnight in Limassol. 
  
D3/MAR17          LIMASSOL– NICOSIA – SALAMIS – FAMAGUSTA – 
KYRENIA – LIMASSOL (B). 
Today, embark on a captivating full-day excursion from Limassol to 
explore the rich history and stunning landscapes of Northern Cyprus. 
Travel first to Nicosia, where you'll cross into the northern part of the 
island to begin your exploration. Start with a visit to Salamis, the 
ancient Roman capital, renowned for its impressive ruins and amphi-
theater. Continue to the walled city of Famagusta, home to Gothic 
landmarks such as the Lala Mustafa Pasha Mosque, formerly St. 
Nicholas Cathedral. Then, stop at the Ghost Town of Varosha, a 
haunting reminder of Cyprus’s divided past. Next, journey to Kyrenia, 
where you’ll explore the imposing Kyrenia Castle and the fasci-
nating Shipwreck Museum housed within. Enjoy a leisurely walk along 
the scenic Kyrenia Harbour, followed by a visit to the peace-
ful Bellapais Monastery, nestled in the hills and famed for its Gothic 
architecture and literary heritage. On your return route via Nicosia, 
stop to see the historic Kyrenia Gate, the majestic Selimiye Mosque, 
and the charming Buyuk Han, a restored Ottoman inn now home to 
local artisans and cafés. After a full day of discovery, return to your 
hotel in Limassol to relax and unwind 
  
D4/MAR18        LIMASSOL – TROODOS – LIMASSOL (BD) 
After breakfast, enjoy a half-day guided tour through the Troodos 
Mountains, visiting the Kykkos Monastery with its stunning mosaics, 
the charming wine village of Omodos, and UNESCO-listed Byzantine 
churches. Then, head to Limassol, where you'll explore Limassol Cas-
tle, stroll through the Old Town, and visit the vibrant Limassol Marina. 
Return to your hotel for a relaxing evening and a delightful dinner. 
Overnight in Limassol. 
  
D5/MAR19        LIMASSOL – LARNACA / MALTA (B) 
This morning, enjoy your remaining time in Limassol before your 
transfer to Larnaca Airport for your flight to Malta.

Upon arrival in Malta, meet your representative and transfer to your 
hotel. Settle in and enjoy your first night in this vibrant city. 
  
D6/MAR20        MALTA (B) 
After breakfast, embark on a full-day tour exploring Malta’s rich history 
and natural beauty. Begin in the medieval city of Mdina, followed by a 
scenic stop at the Dingli Cliffs, the island’s highest point. Next, visit the 
breathtaking Blue Grotto, with the option of enjoying a boat trip 
through its shimmering caves if conditions allow, then visit the an-
cient Hagar Qim and Mnajdra Temples, among the oldest free-
standing structures in the world. Head to the charming fishing village 
of Marsaxlokk, known for its colorful boats and seaside market. In the 
afternoon, stroll through the peaceful Gardjola Gardens and San Anton 
Gardens, then marvel at the majestic Mosta Rotunda, famous for its 
massive dome and wartime legend. End the day at the Ta’ Qali Crafts 
Village, where you’ll find local artisans creating traditional Maltese 
crafts. Return to your hotel in the evening with lasting impressions of 
Malta’s cultural and natural treasures. 
 
D7/MAR21     MALTA - GOZO - MALTA (B) 
After breakfast, set off on a full-day adventure to the island of Gozo, 
beginning with a private boat transfer offering scenic views of the 
Maltese archipelago. Upon arrival, hop into a 4x4 Jeep for an exciting 
tour that takes you off the beaten path to explore Gozo’s hidden gems 
and iconic landmarks. Visit the ancient Ggantija Temples, a UNESCO 
World Heritage Site older than the pyramids of Egypt and enjoy        
panoramic views from Qala Belvedere. Explore the island’s                 

capital, Victoria (Rabat), including the historic Cittadella, and discover 
charming villages, rugged coastline, and picturesque countryside that 
larger vehicles simply can’t reach. Throughout the day, your guide will 
share insights into Gozo’s history, culture, and traditions. After an 
unforgettable day of exploration, return to Malta by private boat in the 
evening. Overnight in Malta. 
  
D8/MAR22        MALTA (B)

D9/MAR23          MALTA – VALLETTA – POZZALLO – SYRACUSE – 
CATANIA (BD) 
After breakfast, depart Malta by ferry from Valletta to Pozzallo, Sicily. 
Upon arrival, meet your guide and begin a brief tour of Syracuse, one of 
Sicily’s most historic and culturally rich cities. Discover the an-
cient Greek Theatre, the Ear of Dionysius, and the charming island 
of Ortigia, known for its Baroque architecture and seaside charm. After 
the tour, continue to Catania, where you’ll check in to your hotel. In the 
evening, enjoy a local Sicilian dinner, sampling regional specialties. 
Overnight in Catania. 
  
D10/MAR24      CATANIA – NICOLOSI – MT. ETNA – CATANIA (BD) 
After breakfast, depart for a full day guided excursion to Mount Etna, 
starting with a visit to the mountain village of Nicolosi. Enjoy a short 
walk through the Pinewood of Nicolosi and admire the Church of the 
Holy Spirit, known for its Baroque architecture. Continue your adven-
ture up Mount Etna in a 4x4 vehicle, exploring its dramatic volcanic 
landscapes and taking in panoramic views from higher altitudes. If the 
weather permits, take an enjoyable short walk near the crater area and 
learn about the volcano's unique geology. In the afternoon, return to 
Catania and unwind with a delightful dinner at the hotel. 
  
D11/MAR25      CATANIA – TAORMINA – MESSINA –                            
REGGIO CALABRIA (B) 
After breakfast, depart for a tour of Taormina, Sicily’s elegant hilltop 
town famed for its spectacular Greek Theatre, charming Corso Umber-
to, and stunning views of the coast and Mount Etna. Continue to 
Messina and aboard the ferry to Villa San Giovanni, enjoying the scenic 
crossing over the Strait of Messina. Upon arrival on the mainland, 
travel to Reggio Calabria for a brief city tour. Stroll along the pictur-
esque Lungomare Falcomatà, often called “the most beautiful kilome-
ter in Italy,” and see landmarks such as the Cathedral of Reggio Ca-
labria and Aragonese Castle. Enjoy the rest of the evening before you 
go to your hotel for check-in. 
  
D12/MAR26      REGGIO CALABRIA – LAMEZIA TERME – SALERNO (BD) 
After breakfast, depart Reggio Calabria and travel north to Lamezia 
Terme for a short sightseeing stop. Discover the town’s cultural and 
historical highlights, starting at the Norman-Swabian Castle, perched 
on a hill with sweeping views of the surrounding countryside. Visit the 
iconic Bastion of Malta, a 16th-century coastal defense tower built by 
the Knights of Malta, and stroll through the Casa del Libro Antico, 
home to a collection of rare manuscripts and antique books. Continue 
to the Nicastro Cathedral, an elegant Baroque church with deep local 
significance, before making a relaxing stop at the Terme di Caronte, 
known for its healing thermal springs used since Roman times. Later in 
the day, drive onward to Salerno, arriving in the early evening. Check 
into your hotel and enjoy a delicious dinner. Overnight in Salerno. 
  
D13/MAR27     SALERNO – AMALFI COAST – POSITANO – SORRENTO – 
POMPEII – NAPLES (BD) 
After breakfast, depart Salerno and begin your scenic drive along the 
world-famous Amalfi Coast. Your first stop is the beautiful town of 
Amalfi, once a powerful maritime republic. Explore the historic Piazza 
del Duomo, visit the stunning Cathedral of St. Andrew, and enjoy some 
time at leisure to soak in the town's coastal charm. Continue the drive 
to Positano, a cliffside gem known for its pastel-colored houses, narrow 
lanes, and sweeping sea views. Take time to browse local boutiques or 
enjoy a coffee overlooking the beach. Next, travel to Sorrento, where 
you'll have free time to stroll through the historic center, sample 
regional specialties like limoncello, or take in panoramic views of 
the Bay of Naples. In the afternoon, head to the archaeological site of 
Pompeii for a guided tour. Discover the ancient Roman city’s remarka-
bly preserved ruins, from homes and baths to temples and frescoes—
frozen in time by the eruption of Mount Vesuvius in 79 AD. After a full 
day of history and coastal beauty, continue to Naples, check in at your 
hotel, and enjoy a delicious dinner. Overnight in Naples. 
 

D14/MAR28      NAPLES – ROME (B) 
After breakfast, enjoy a brief tour of Naples, where you'll get a glimpse 
of the city's highlights, including the Royal Palace, Piazza del 
Plebiscito, and the scenic Lungomare waterfront. Then, depart 
for Rome with a stop en route at the Castel Romano Designer Outlet, 
where you'll have time to shop for luxury brands at discounted prices. 
Arrive in Rome later and check in at your hotel. Overnight in Rome. 
  
D15/MAR29      ROME (BD) 
On this day, get ready to explore the Eternal City of Rome with a local 
expert guide who will lead you through its most iconic highlights. 
Discover the grandeur of Vatican Square and the majestic St. Peter’s 
Basilica, followed by panoramic views of the Colosseum, Arch of 
Constantine, and Roman Forum. Continue past the striking Monument 
of Vittorio Emanuele II and Piazza Venezia, then see the historic Circus 
Maximus. Admire two of Rome’s most beloved landmarks—the Trevi 
Fountain and the Spanish Steps. In the afternoon, enjoy free time at 
your leisure to explore, shop, or relax at your own pace.
