D2/FEB05     /COPENHAGEN (D)

Continue your journey to 
Rundale Palace, built as a grand residence for the 
Duke of Courland, this magnificent palace is a             
monument to 18th-century aristocratic                      
ostentatiousness, and is rural Latvia's architectural 
highlight. Then, visit the famous Hills of Crosses, is a 
site of pilgrimage about 12 km north of the city of 
Šiauliai, in northern Lithuania. The place where            
Lithuanians placed crosses on the hill to show their 
allegiance to their country and their pride in their 
religion and heritage. Travel to Vilnius for your hotel 
check-in and dinner. 
 
D13/FEB16    VILNIUS  – WARSAW (BD) 
After your buffet breakfast at the hotel, have your 
guided sightseeing tour of Vilnius, including visits to 
the Old Town as well as modern sections of the city. 

Photos at the Magical Brick, the small Church of St.
